Emerson's trenchant writing, however, isin sharp
contrast to the gentle, atmospheric images of his pioneering photobooks such as Life and Landscape on the Norfolk
Broads and, what many consider his masterpiece, Marsh Leaves (1895), "one of the most beautiful books about
isolation and solitude, perhaps death, ever made". He is now recognised as one of the nineteenth century's most
important photographers and bookmakers.
